I USS12.33 billion in the first four months of this year,

a year-on-year decrease of 14.5 per cent due to the

impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, according the Ministry of
Planning and Investment’s Foreign Investment Agency (FIA).

The figure, however, was much higher than that of the same
period of 2018 and 2017 with $5.8 billion and $9.2 billion,
respectively, the FIA said.

The four-month period saw 984 new foreign-invested
projects licensed with a total registered capital of $6.78 billion,
down 9 per cent in term of number of projects but up 27 per
cent in value year-on-year.

Of them, the Bac Lieu LNG-to-power project marked the
first billion-dollar project in 2020 with investment capital of $4
billion, accounting for 59 per cent of the total registered FDI.

Meanwhile, 335 existing projects were allowed to raise their
investments by more than $3.07 billion, surging 46 per cent over
the same period last year.

From January to April, foreign investors spent nearly S2
billion buying shares or contributing capital to Vietnamese firms,
down 65 per cent year-on-year.

Foreign investors pledged to pour capital in 18 sectors, in which
manufacturing and processing took the lead with nearly S6 billion,
accounting for 48.4 per cent of the total capital. It was followed
by power production and distribution ($3.9 billion); wholesale and
retail (S776 million); and real estate (5665 million), the FIA said.

Singapore was the country’s largest source of FDI as the
committed volume accounted for 41 per cent or $5.07 billion.
Thailand and Japan were the runners-up with S1.46 billion and
S1.16 billion, respectively, followed by mainland China, Taiwan
and South Korea.

Among 54 localities receiving FDI in the four-month period,
the southern province of Bac Liéu ranked top with $4 billion. Ba
Rja-Vung Tau Province came next with S1.9 billion and HCM
City placed third with S1.31 billion, followed by Ha N¢i, Ha Nam
and Binh Duong provinces.

Foreign-invested sector's exports rose by 1.5 per cent
against last year to $55.75 billion, making up 69.3 per cent of the
nation’s four-month export value. Meanwhile, the sector’s import
value also picked up 3 per cent to $46.32 billion, accounting for
58 per cent of the nation’s import volume.

Despite the negative impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic, the
sector gained a trade surplus of $10.2 billion, according to the FIA.

The study from Standard Chartered forecast that FDI inflows
will see a plunge to below S10 billion this year, with downside
risks if virus worries continue in the second half of the year.

Construction activity is likely to decline on subdued
sentiment and declining FDI investment. Export growth is likely
to slow sharply given lower global demand while import growth
will also likely moderate with a slower growth, keeping the trade
balance in surplus in 2020.

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How Covid-19 has an effect on
main export sectors

A]I four major export sectors of Vietnam, i.e.,

electronics, textiles, footwears and wooden furnitures, were
heavily affected by the Covid-19 epidemic, resulting in a
sharp decline in customer demand. Many businesses had to

dismiss workers due to serious job losses.

The Covid-19 Impact Assessment Report sent by the
Ministry of Industry and Trade to the Prime Minister has clearly
pointed out the impact on the major export industries.

» ELECTRONICS AND WOODEN FURNITURES IN DISTRESS

According to The Ministry of Industry and Trade, Samsung's
global sales and outputs are forecast to decline due to the overall
impact of the epidemic on electronics industries. Samsung Vietnam
is also expected to reduce its export target to about 45.5 billion
USD in 2020 (compared to 51.38 billion USD in 2019).

Vietnam's electronics industry will be greatly affected in
the next quarters of 2020 because the complicated epidemic
development is likely to reduce demand for electronic products
from the US and European markets.

In particular, the US and European markets respectively
account for 17% and 24% of the export turnover of phones and

components; and about 17% and 14% separately of Vietnam's
exports of computers, electronic products and components.

“The two markets constitute over 50% of the export value
of Samsung Electronics Vietnam, of which, the US market makes
up more than 20% and the European one more than 30%", said
the Ministry of Industry and Trade.

Market research firm Strategy Analytics Inc. estimates that the
global smartphone sales in 2020 might be reduced by 10% due
to the spread of Covid-19 to the US and Europe. The decline
in demand for electronic products in the world will hit Vietnam’s
market as well as electronics manufacturing industry.

> ORDERS FOR TEXTILES AND FOOTWEARS TO FALL BY 70% IN APRIL AND MAY

The Ministry of Industry and Trade calculates that the orders
for textiles and footwears will be reduced by about 70% in April
and May; new orders from June will not be put into negotiation
and the progress on the orders recovery by the end of 2020 will
be at snail’s pace.

Trade exports to the US and the EU have plunged, and the
search for alternative markets has encountered many obstacles.
To give an example, the diversion into the domestic production
is not feasible for now because the majority of Vietnamese
enterprises process the export orders from foreign brands so that
the designs and materials are used only to satisfy the foreign
consumer tastes.

On the other hand, domestic demand is also decreasing due
to national epidemic prevention measures as well as the reduction

of the people’s spending on non-essential goods. In addition,
while Chinese enterprises are re-operating in the coming time,
Vietnamese enterprises' products will face intense competition
from Chinese imported ones, with the high possibility that this
will be done through acts of trade fraud, dumping and smuggling,
Textiles, leathers and footwears are Vietnam's key export
industries, accounting for more than 23% of total exports. These
industries only consume about 10% of the domestic production
value, while the remaining 90% is exported. Therefore, the decline
in the consumption demand from the US and European markets
in the context of the quarantine will greatly impact the total export
turnover of Vietnam (The US and European markets account for
about 45% and 18% of textile and apparel export respectively; and
about 36% and 27% of Vietnam's footwear export separately).

I rime Minister Nguyen Xuan

Phuc on April 8 approved Decree No
41/2020/ND-CP on the ex-tension
of deadlines for tax and land use fee
payments to support businesses suffering
from the COVID-19 pandemic.

The decree took effect immediately
and the ex-tension would be five months
from the deadline for payments.

Accordingly, businesses operating in
the agro-forestry-fishery, food processing,
textile, gar-ment and  construction
industries would enjoy the extension,
besides those operating in trans-portation,
warehouse, accommodation and ca-
tering, education, medical services and
part-supply sectors.

Others subject to the extension
included small  and  micro-sized
enterprises and credit institu-tions and
branches of foreign banks which pro-
vided support to their customers who
were hit by the COVID-19 pandemic
following the re-quirements of the State
Bank of Vietnam (SBV).

The SBV would be in charge of
announcing the list of eligible banks for
the extension.

The five-month extension would
be given to value added tax (VAT) of
the assessment peri-ods of March, April,
May, June, the first quarter and the second
quarter. As a result, the payment of VAT
of March assessment period would be

extended to September 20 while of
second quarter assessment period to
December 20.

For corporate income tax (CIT),
the extension would be given to the
remaining sums of 2019, provisional tax
of the assessment period of the first and
the second quarter.

For household and individual
businesses, the deadlines for paying
VAT and CIT will be ex-tended to
December 3 1.

Payment of land use fees would also
extended five months from May 3 1.

The decree also allowed businesses
operating in multiple sectors, one of

which was subjected to the extension,
would also enjoy the extension for all
payable VAT and CIT.

The Ministry of Finance estimated
that a total of 180 trillion VND (7.64
billion USD) worth of taxes and fees
would be extended. Still, the sum would
still be collected to the State budget
within this year.

Taxpayers must submit a proposal to
the tax management agencies before July
30 to be given the extension.

According to the ministry, more
than 700,000 enterprises or 98
percent of firms would be giv en the
extension.

Accompanying with enterprises to overcome

dfficutties caused by the COVID-19

he COVID-19 forces many
enterprises in Ho Chi Minh
City (HCMO) into bare-

minimum or even stops their operations.
Therefore, the City government has
proposed the solutions along with the
prevention and control action plan to
help the business community deals with
difficulties as well as to create a premise
for the City’'s economy rapidly recovery
after the epidemic.

Despite difficulties caused by the
complicated  developments of the
COVID-19, enterprises, and organizations
still have opportunities to identify and grab
new ways of doing business, or either
improve traditional business models
based on available human capital and
material resources, said by the Associate
Professor, Dr. Nguyen Khac Quoc Bao,
Head of Finance Faculty (University
of Economics HCMC). That leads to
a change in the existing business and
working methods to be adaptable.

According to a report of the HCMC
People’s Committee, more than 1.350
enterprises of the city were dissolved in the
first three months of 2020, increased 37,6%
compared with the same period in 2019.
Thus the HCMC People’s Committee has
submitted a proposal to the Prime Minister
of which recommended solutions to support
enterprises in tourism, exporting, supporting
industries, micro-and small-sized enterprises,
applying high-tech business sectors etc..in
solving such problems.

Accordingly, it has proposed a 50%
reduction for value-added tax, corporate
income tax, and import tariffs, and the
payment time should be delayed until the
third or fourth quarter of 2020 as well.

For financial and credit policies, it is
important to facilitate the city’s enterprises
to access the credit package worth VND
205 trillion approved by Prime Minister.
Besides, a 50% reduction of land rental
fees for the year 2020 and 2021; and
a delay of land lease fee payment term
(interest-free) to early 2021 is also
recommended.

The HCMC People’s Committee also
requires all the city agencies, departments,
and sectors to involve in this program.

In the field of import and export,
Director of HCMC Customs Department,
Mr. Dinh Ngoc Thang said that the agency
beefed up the application of smart support
system, apply digital tools for working
online to cut down on the administrative
procedures, help enterprises minimize
their time traveling to the customs offices.

Additionally, to resolve challenging
customs clearance due to epidemic, the
HCMC Customs Department has set up a
scenario for customs clearance at border
gates, seaports, and airports. Specifically,
the City Customs Department has
already prepared a plan to "set up a field
clearance customs unit" when necessary
so that the importing and exporting
activities will not be interrupted even in
the worst situation.

In the context of the COVID-19
outbreak, the HCMC Industry and Trade
sector has set up specific solutions such
as following up closely with enterprises’
production and trading situation; working
with related branches (Tax, Customs,
State Bank, Electricity..) to resolve
obstacles as requested by enterprises. The
Director of the HCMC Industry and Trade
Department, Mr. Pham Thanh Kien, said
the agency had consulted with the HCMC
People’s Committee to stimulate the
investment stimulus program to support
enterprises to investin renewing machinery
- technology, expanding production,
improving  productivity and  product
quality to increase competitiveness.

The HCMC People’s Committee has
also established a working group to support
businesses in this epidemic circumstance.

The working group headed by Vice
Chairman of the People’s Committee Tran
Vinh Tuyen; Director of the Department of
Planning and Investment of Le Thi Huynh
Maiis the Permanent Vice Chairman; Chief
of Office of Ha Phuoc Thang City People's
Committee is the Vice Leader; leaders of
related departments and agencies and 24
district People's Committee working as
members.

This working group is tasked to advise
the People’s Committee on solutions to
remove difficulties for businesses, ensure
production and business activities, social
security and support workers in the
situation of the COVID-19 epidemic.

<+ WHAT DO YOU THINK ABOUT VIET NAM'S SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT ACHIEVEMENTS OVER THE
YEARS, ESPECIALLY AFTER THE POI MOl (RENEWAL) PROCESS?

Since the launch of the BG6i mdi policy in 1986, the
economy has drastically developed. According to the United
Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD),
Viet Nam’s GDP jumped from USSS billion in 1986 to $245
billion in 2018 - the highest rate in ASEAN. When compared
to the approximately 2.5-fold growth by Japan's GDP in the
same period, we can see how rapid Viet Nam's economy has
developed.

One factor for the GDP growth is the success in drawing
foreign companies to the country as well as expanding exports.

Regarding exports, the amount in 1986 was less than one-tenth
of that of Malaysia or Thailand. But in 2018, it increased to more
than $240 billion, catching up with both countries.

The efforts the country made to improve its international
trade policy by monitoring world trends have been highly
praised by foreign companies. Specifically, these efforts include
the enforcement of the US-Vietnam Bilateral Trade Agreement
and the accession to the World Trade Organisation (WTO) and
the Comprehensive and Progressive Agreement for Trans-Pacific
Partnership (CPTPP).

< DO YOU HAVE ANY RECOMMENDATIONS FOR OUR LEADERS TO PROMOTE SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT?

According to our survey on Business Conditions of
Japanese Companies in Asia and Oceania in 2019, the business
sentiment of Japanese companies in Viét Nam was the highest
within ASEAN (63.9 per cent of respondents answered that they
intended to expand).

In the meantime, respondents were most concerned
about "increased labour costs” (61.1 per cent), "unclear policy
management by local government" (42.6 per cent) and "high
employee turnover rate" (38.6 per cent), which were listed at the
top of "the risks related to the investment environment".

< JAPAN AND JAPANESE COMPANIES HAVE GREATLY CONTRIBUTED TO VIET NAM'S SOCIO-ECONOMIC
DEVELOPMENT. HOW CAN WE FURTHER STRENGTHEN THIS GOOD RELATIONSHIP?

We need to be vividly aware of the potential of synergy born
through combining the knowledge of Japan and Viet Nam. With
the birth of unicorns such as VNG in the IT field, in particular, Viét
Nam's potential may be higher than that of Japan. The exchange
of youth, such as university students, and highly skilled human
resources of both countries is also important to promote synergy.

In addition to that, one potential field where synergy has
the potential to be born is in the agricultural, forestry and fishery
industry, the largest in Viet Nam. Approximately 40 per cent
(37.7 per cent) of the country's working population are engaged
in the industry. However, as it accounts for a little under 20 per
cent of GDP by industry, greater value must be added to it.

Online Trade and Investment Information Portal (MIS) which
is our official portal is not only ITPC's activities but also an address
for businesses, partners, investors, media agencies and press to find
information about ITPC. With a view to enhancing a channel to
provide information to businesses about interational markets, Online
trade and investment information portal (MIS) has more than 920
reporting documents of 68 products in 21 categories corresponding
to each export market; Vietnamese - English bilingual articles timely
updating information on laws, environment and investment projects,
domestic and foreign markets; updated 42 export markets including
market characteristics, business culture, trade barriers.

In 2019, the website had more than 3.8 million visits
from 208 countries and territories. Also in this year, ITPC

published 45 newsletters on trade and investment promotion
and implemented 12 publications to provide information about
12 countries and territories, which were updated in detail and
in time on the website. In the upcoming time, when the new
webtsite is officially put into operation, ITPC will also post videos
of the program "Connecting economy” by ITPC in collaboration
with Vietnam Television Center in Ho Chi Minh City (VTV9).

The highlight of this new website is the structured interface
which is designed to be simple, easy to access and use. The
website is divided into 2 specialized ports for each business
object with different requirement. Vietnamese Portal (for
exporters): including export information for specific products
and markets, support for export sales, information about training
courses and events about fairs and trade promotion delegations.
English Portal (for international importers and foreign investors):
international buyers can search for information about Vietnamese
goods and connect with domestic sellers; which also contains
Vietnam's export database, instructions on how to import goods
from Vietnam, and trade incentives. Besides, the English Portal
is a place for foreign investors who want to invest in Vietnam to
easily obtain useful information such as opportunities, investment
methods and things to know when investing in Vietnam.

The new website is an ITPC breakthrough to improve the
efficiency of trade and investment promotion activities in the
digital economy.
