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Supporting enterprises to approach capital
to recover operation post Covid-19

n October 30th 2020, Investment and

Trade Promotion Centre of HCMC (ITPC)

cooperated with United States Agency

for International Development (USAID)
to organize conference on “Supporting enterprises to
approach capital to recover operation post Covid-19” in
order to facilitate enterprises to search capital to maintain
and stabilize operation and business post Covid-19 and
to approach capital funds, local and international banks.
It also provided useful information of restructuring and
planning stategic development in the future.

Access to capital post Covid-19: more and more
difficult

Delivering a keynote speech at this conference,
Ms. Cao Thi Phi Van, Deputy Director of ITPC, stated
that Covid-19 pademic serevely affected the operation
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of enterprise community, especially SMEs. A number of
enterprises had to cease operating, scale down, reduce
labour; facing broken supply chain, incapability to balance
cashflow...

According to the date recently accounced by
Department of Business Registration - Ministry of
Planning and Investment, in October 2020, the number
of enterprises temporarily ceasing operation has been
41,783, an increase of 58.7% in compared with the
previous year; 30,256 enterprises stopped operation
waiting for dissolution procedures. On average, there have
been 8,554 enterprises withdrawing from the market each
month.

Ho Chi Minh City in particular, there are still
approximately 84% enterprises in difficult state.

Not only now, when the negative effect of Covid-19
pademic exists, the limitations in resource approach
(information about legislation, policy; capital; land;



technology; enterprise supporting service...) of Vietnamese
enterprises have been mentioned. Covid-19 pandemic
only seems a highlight for these limitations to be exposed
more clearly.

Among those mentioned above limitations, capital
plays a vital role, making a decision on the enterprises’
formation, existence, development and enhancement of
competitiveness. However, in normal state, this has not
been easy for majority of Vietnamese enterprises. In the
face of Covid-19 pandemic effect, capital access is getting
more and more difficult.

The number of micro, small and medium sized
enterprises is currently quite high, reaching 97.2%
(according to Vietnamese White Book published by the
General Statistics Office on April 28th 2020). In HCMC,
the number of enterprises whose registered capital is over
100 billion VND only accounts 2.14%; the rest are micro,
small and medium sized enterprises. Thus, capital access is
substantially challenging for most of enterprises.

According to PCl research in 2019 undertaken by
VCCI with USAID support, there are 35% enterprises who
reckon that the most difficult challenge that they have been
facing is getting access to the capital. At the same time, there
are still a large number of enterprises who hardly access
to the official loans but only short term loans. The rate of
enterprises who access the mid and long term loans are very
limited. The micro and small enterprises ussualy incur more

expensive borrowing cost than medium and large ones.

It is worth noting that enterprises are unable to
borrow without collateral. According to the PCl researches
in many years, almost 90% of enterprises agree with the
statement “no loan without collateral”. This means that
idea, good business plan would not guarantee to access
the credit capital. And even when having collateral, their
borrowing sources are still “short term”, within 1 year
with high interest. With this capital access, it is difficult
for enterprises to undertake long term plans and business
strategies. Capital access is still a challenging problem for

Vietnamese enterprises for the time being. This conference,
which is organized by ITPC and USAID, is an opportunity
for enterprises to expand and connect with investment
funds, banks both at home and abroad, thereby helping
to access capital more easily. When the capital problem

is solved, enterprises are going to be more confident to
maintain, recover and develop operation and business
after the damage brought by Covid-19 so far.

In addition to introduce the capital source for
enterprises, through this conference, ITPC also encorages
them to entirely restructure in many aspects such as
technology, human resource, staff position, production
process, ...

Strengthening capability to access capital

Ms. Nguyen Thi Bich Thuy,
Manager, Department of Economic Development and
Governance shared: “Empathizing with the difficulties
and challenges of the business community in general

oreign direct investment pledges for Ho Chi Minh
City fell 30.5 percent year-on-year to US$3.8
billion during January-November, according to
the municipal statistics bureau.

The global economy has been battered by the
coronavirus pandemic, and investors unable to travel due
to restrictions, the bureau further said.

In the 11-month period, 865 new projects were
granted investment registration certificates, a year-on-year
decline of 26.8 percent. Total registered capital fell to US$
500 million, down 65 percent.

Regarding additional capital, 235 projects registered
to adjust their capital, down 16.7 percent, while the
total capital topped US$476 million, down 38 percent as
compared to the same time last year.

More than US$2.83 billion was poured into 3,401
capital contribution and share purchase deals by foreign
investors, a decline of 13.6 percent.

Since the pandemic continues its complicated

developments, the municipal

has held various dialogues with enterprises to remove
bottlenecks for them, while carrying out trade promotion
activities with large trade partners like the US, Japan and
the Republic of Korea.

According to head of the Ho Chi Minh City Export
Processing Zone and Industry Park Authority Hua Quoc
Hung, warehouses have been developed to welcome
both domestic and foreign investment flow. Particularly,
many investors have shifted their production from foreign
countries to the southern hub since Vietnam has put the
coronavirus outbreak under control.

Former Vice Chairman of the municipal People’s
Committee Le Thanh Liem said the city will enact
numerous solutions to facilitate FDI by focusing on
infrastructure and administrative procedures.

The city will give top priority to FDI firms with
advanced management capacity, as well as encourage
development of the sectors that create a locomotive for the
economic growth and competitive edge such as intensive
science technology industry.

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Vietham's trade surplus hits record
high despite COVID-19

ietnam posted a record trade surplus of 20.1

billion USD in the first 11 months of this year

despite the adverse impacts of the COVID-19

pandemic on the global economy, according to
the General Statistics Office (GSO).

The GSO said the country’s total trade value in
the first 11 months was estimated at 489.1 billion USD,
a year-on-year rise of 3.5 percent. Export value reached
254.6 billion USD, up 5.3 percent and import value stood
at 234.5 billion USD, up 1.5 percent.

In November alone, export turnover was 24.8 billion
USD, down 9 percent from the previous month, but up
8.8 percent compared with the same month last year.

Between January and November, the domestic
economic sector generated about 73 billion USD in export
value, up 1.6 percent, making up 28.7 percent of the
total. Meanwhile, the foreign-invested sector, including
crude oil, recorded 181.6 billion USD, up 6.9 percent,
accounting for 71.3 percent of the total.

Thirty-one groups of commodities joined the billion-
dollar export product club, including 10 groups posting
more than 10 billion USD.

The heavy and mining industry raked in 138
billion USD, up 9.2 percent year-on-year. The light and
handicrafts industry had an export value of 9o.2 billion
USD, up 1.5 percent.
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Meanwhile, the agro-forestry export value reduced
slightly by 0.1 percent year-on-year to 18.7 billion USD
and seafood export value plunged by 0.9 percent to 7.7
billion USD.

The US remained the largest export market of
Vietnamese goods in the 11 months, with a turnover of
69.9 billion USD, up 25.7 percent year-on-year. It was
followed by China, with 43.1 billion USD, up 16 percent;
the EU, 32.2 billion USD, down 2.4 percent; ASEAN, 20.9
billion USD, down 10.6 percent; the Republic of Korea
(RoK), 17.7 billion USD, down 2.7 percent; and Japan,
17.3 billion USD, down 6.5 percent.

The GSO also reported that total imports in
November were estimated at 24.2 billion USD, down
0.5 percent month-on-month but up 13.4 percent year-
on-year.

As many as 34 kinds of goods saw import turnover
exceeding 1 billion USD, 89.4 percent of the total.

China remained Vietnam’s largest import source,
with a revenue of 73.9 billion USD, up 7.9 percent against
the same period last year.

It was followed by the RoK, with 42 billion USD,
down 2.9 percent; ASEAN, 27.3 billion USD, down 6.9
percent; Japan, 18.6 billion USD, up 4.8 percent; the EU,
13.2 billion USD, up 4.3 percent; and the US, 12.6 billion
USD, down 3.6 percent.

the project of developing logistics sector in Ho
Chi Minh City by 2025, a vision to 2030.

The project will be implemented in in the period
2020-2030 with a total investment capital of VND95,800
billion (US$4 billion).

This is one of 45 projects under the strategic breakthrough
programs of the Resolution of the 11th City Party Congress for
the 2020-2025 term, carried out by the HCMC Department of
Industry and Trade in coordination with the Vietnam Logistics
Research and Development Institute.

With its strategic target, the growth rate of logistics
service revenue from the HCMC enterprises is expected
to reach 15 percent by 2025 and 20 percent by 2030,
contributing to 10 percent and 12 percent of Gross
regional domestic product (GRDP) in 2025 and 2030
respectively; thereby the country’s average logistics cost
will fall to 10 percent to 15 percent in 2025.

Additionally, the project will contribute to promoting
construction progress of ring roads and expressways connecting
Ho Chi Minh City with the Southern provinces, promoting
freight transport by waterways and railways, enhancing
multimodal transport connectivity to logistics hubs.
