2020: Dynamic in the middle of Covid 19

The Covid-19 pandemic had a negative impact
on all activities and fields around the world. Of course,
investment and trade promotion activities were also
severely affected. Like many other agencies, the activities
which had been already planned in advance by ITPC must
be canceled or changed.

On May 15, 2020, the Municipal People's Committee
issued an urgent official dispatch No. 1782/UBND-KT on
a plan to promote investment - commerce - tourism in
Ho Chi Minh City in 2020. Accordingly, the Municipal
People's Committee required that, “when developingaplan
to implement any promotional activities (both at home
and abroad), it is necessary to clearly report the impact
of this promotion on Covid-19 pandemic prevention and
consult the Steering Committee for Covid-19 pandemic
prevention of Ho Chi Minh City before reporting to the
People's Committee of Ho Chi Minh City”.

In such a “safety first” condition, ITPC still has
had many remarkable activities. The statistics “summary

of trade and investment promotion activities 2020”
published on the website itpc.hochiminhcity.gov.vn shows
that, particularly in the field of investment promotion,
ITPC welcomes and works with 144 domestic and
foreign delegations, organized 15 investment promotion
activities; of which the highlight can be the Dialogue
between Municipal leaders and Eurocham, the program
to support enterprises to access investment capital to
restore production. After Covid 19, a conference on new
points for enterprises about Law on Investment 2020 and
Enterprise Law 2020. At the same time, the enterprise-
government dialogue system has conducted 10 online
conferences attracting 2,750 enterprises, receiving and
answering 1,400 questions. This is a unique activity that
directly solves problems for enterprises, including many
foreign investors.

These results are led by the dynamism and timely
transformation of ITPC. In an interview with Vietnam
Television channel about trade and investment promotion
activities in September 2020, Mr. Nguyen Huu Tin,

2021: Building a friendly investment
environment, bringing investment efficiency
to businesses

At Export Forum 2020 with theme “Shifting the
global supply chain and sustainable development of raw
material supply areas” taken place on 11/18/2020 with the
participation of a large number of enterprises, Mr. Nguyen
Huu Tin, Director of ITPC gave the message, “Come to
ITPC, we hope to have a chance to serve your enterprise”.

The message of “serving enterprises” coincides
with the spirit that Chairman of the Municipal People’s
Committee Nguyen Thanh Phong delivered at the
Conference “Summary of the Investment Working
Group’s activities and collecting comments on the Plan
improving the investment environment of the city by
20217 last March 19. Mr. Nguyen Thanh Phong said, “If
we perform well, the working efficiency of the Working
Group will be raised one more step, creating conditions to
better serve enterprises, investors, and promote projects.
These investment projects would go into operation soon,
creating socio-economic efficiency in general and business
efficiency in particular for enterprises”.

“Investment Working Group” to which ITPC is
a member was established under Decision No. 6724/
QD-UBND dated December 29, 2017 of the Municipal
People’s Committee. This is the first model of the country
established to speed up the progress, remove difficulties
and problems for investment projects in the area. The
investment working group in the city is considered a
creative, breakthrough model, bringing practical effects in
improving the investment environment, solving difficulties
and problems for enterprises and investors, building
tectonic development policies of the city.

The working group is led by Mr. Nguyen Thanh
Phong, Chairman of the Municipal People’s Committee
with members who are Vice Chairmen of the City
People’s Committee and Heads of key departments.
Since its establishment up to now, after 32 working
sessions, 110 investment-related projects and fields
in the city have been included in the group’s working
have been
removed, many major projects of the city have found
solutions to difficulties and problems. Over the past
three years, 18 issues related to 04 main groups of issues

program. Many important bottlenecks
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have been concluded by the Working Group in terms
of guidelines and orientations. The working group also
concluded how to deal with problems for 92 projects
(including 51 real estate projects; 21 projects related to
technical infrastructure development, transportation;
18 related contents related to the development of social
infrastructure, serving people and o2 projects related to
production activities). In addition, 108 proposals and
recommendations of enterprises and investors were
also received, classified and handled by the Working
Group. Of the 92 projects concluded by the Working
Group on how to handle the above problems, there are
35 projects with a total investment of more than VND
320,000 billion, basically completing the contents of
the direction, difficulties have been removed; which is
implementing the next investment steps. There are 57
projects needing legal reassessment, directing specialized
agencies to collect guidance from ministries or agencies
or seek the Prime Minister’s guidance to consolidate
legal documents, serving as a basis for further project
implementation procedures.

At the conference, the Municipal People’s
Committee also focused on implementing 10 groups of
solutions to perform major tasks and solutions to improve
business environment and national competitiveness in
2021 according to the Resolution No.02/NQ-CP dated
01/01/2021 simultaneously implements the 2021 theme
of the Municipal People’s Committee as “The year
of building an urban government and improving the
investment environment”.

ITPC is assigned with the Department of Planning
and Investment, the Department of Industry and Trade
to regularly organize conferences with enterprises on the
principle of meeting each Economic Council to listen to
comments on the investment environment, as well as
the difficulties and problems of enterprises to promptly
remove. The Chairman of the Municipal People’s
Committee also requires ITPC to become the address of
enterprise and investors come to reflect difficulties and
problems; and ITPC is responsible for gathering reports
for handling.

Mr. Nguyen Thanh Phong emphasized, “The
city wants to send the message that the Municipal
Government always wants to solve the difficulties of
enterprises and investors with practical actions. The city
also expects more projects to be solved in the coming
time through the working mechanism of the Working
Group on investment, contributing to building a friendly
investment environment, bringing investment efficiency
to enterprises”.

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Improving investment environment:
removing barriers, creating equality

e total foreign investment capital in Vietnam in
the first three months of this year was US$10.13
billion. According to many foreign enterprises,
Vietnam is still the country with the safest and

most attractive investment environment in Asia in the
coming years. Meanwhile, many domestic enterprises
complained that “there were still many thumbtacks under
the red carpet”.

Positive signals from the FDI sector

Information from the General Statistics Office of
Vietnam (GSO) shows that in the first three months of
this year, the total foreign investment capital in Vietnam,
including newly-registered capital, adjusted capital, capital
contribution, and share purchase of foreign investors,
reached nearly $10.13 billion, up 18.5 percent over the
same period last year.

Ms. Ho Thi Thu Uyen, Public Affairs Director of Intel
Group, said that the company had just been licensed by
the People's Committee of Ho Chi Minh City to expand
investment in its factory in the Saigon Hi-Tech Park.
Accordingly, this company has adjusted an additional
investment capital of $475 million for the category of an
assembly and testing plant. This additional investment
allows the corporation to increase production of Intel's
5G products, Intel Core processors with Intel Hybrid
technology, and 10th generation Intel Core processors.

According to Ms. Uyen, the above additional
investment capital will help the company continue to
effectively address the limitations in technology innovation
and the capacity of the human resources in Vietnam,
contributing to shortening the time to implement its
goals. Up to now, the group's total investment in Vietnam
has exceeded $1.5 billion.

At the same time, several well-known groups also
poured capital heavily into Vietnam, including HCMC.
Noticeably, Samsung Electronics HCMC EC Complex
Co., Ltd. has increased its investment capital by $330
million for the project of manufacturing, repairing,
assembling, processing equipment and trading, importing,
exporting, and distributing household electronic products;
Nipro Vietnam Co., Ltd. invested an additional capital
of VND6.47 trillion in the production line of medical

equipment; C] Group added investment in a project to
produce pastries and coffee ice-cream with a capital of
VND486 billion.

Assessing the investment environment in Vietnam,
Mr. Hirai Shinji, Chief Representative of Japan External
Trade Organization (JETRO) in HCMC, affirmed that
the investment environment in Vietnam in the past five
years had had many significant improvements. Indicators,
such as administrative procedure reform, labor human
resources, and localization ratio, all have continuously
advanced.

Especially, in the South, HCMC is considered an
eight-sided diamond by foreign investors. Because if you
choose the headquarter of the People's Committee of
HCMC as the center, it only takes 2-4 hours to get to
neighboring provinces, such as Long An, Dong Nai, Vinh
Long, Dong Thap, Ben Tre, Binh Duong, Binh Phuoc, and
Tien Giang, by car. Besides, it only takes about 1-5 hours
from HCMC to fly to other countries in Asia.

Therefore, recently, many Japanese enterprises have
changed theirinvestment plans, and the 'Vietnam plus One'
policy is most commonly applied. Accordingly, enterprises
place their headquarters or set up their representative and
trading offices in Vietnam then expand investment in
manufacturing factories to other neighboring areas.

Domestic enterprises are still frustrated

Contrary to the zest of foreign enterprises, many
domestic ones said that they were suffering from the foreign
investment attraction policy. In the context that foreign
enterprises are provided with many favorable conditions
to invest and develop in Vietnam, domestic ones have to
struggle to remove barriers to trade and investment.

Mr. Nguyen Van Be, Chairman of the Hepza
Business Association (HBA), said that for a leading
foreign enterprise, it only takes a few months to
complete investment and construction procedures in
Vietnam. However, for domestic enterprises, it usually
takes a few years to complete the same procedures. For
example, in Hiep Phuoc Industrial Park, because the land
rental rates have not been determined, so up to now,
many enterprises have not been granted land-use rights

certificates, negatively affecting the capital mobilization
of enterprises.

The investor of Hiep Phuoc Industrial Park also faces
difficulties when more than 200 hectares of land of the
industrial park have completed infrastructure and are ready
to attract investors but so far the industrial park has not
been able to deploy. The case of Duy Khanh Mechanical
Company is typical. It took the company four years to
be able to complete the investment license and start the
construction of the Duy Khanh Precision Mechanical
Factory in the Saigon Hi-Tech Park.

The Government has
localities to implement the one-stop-shop mechanism
but in practice, it is not effective. Investors still have

directed ministries and

to go through many departments and agencies to get
investment licenses.

According to Mr. Do Phuoc Tong, Chairman
of the Ho Chi Minh City Association of Mechanical -
Electrical Enterprises, said that there were still many
factories producing supporting industry products located
in the residential areas. Enterprises themselves really
want to move their factories to the export processing
zones, industrial parks, and high-tech parks, but it is
too difficult for them to squeeze into those places. And
yet, to increase the connection opportunities between
enterprises operating in the same industry, many
enterprises think that specialized industrial zones should
be built, but this matter is also very little concerned and
implemented by localities.

Not only facing barriers in investment activities,
import-export, business, and trade activities also encounter
many inadequate regulations that make it difficult for
enterprises. Specialized inspection regulations are the
most, which continue to be the bottleneck blocking the
breakthrough of domestic enterprises.

For example, for the same construction permit, the
manufacturing industry must be licensed by both industry
and trade and construction industries at the same time.
Additionally, to produce food and foodstuff products,
enterprises are forced to split into two production lines
- one for export and the other for the domestic market.
It is because the Ministry of Health requires processed
products for the domestic market must be added
micronutrients. Meanwhile, for export products, many
countries in the world do not allow the addition of these
micronutrients.

The Government has directed that inspection and
examination of enterprises must not be more than 2 times
per year and must consolidate functional agencies when
conducting inspection and examination. However, in
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practice, domestic enterprises still have to receive dozens
of inspection teams on similar contents.

A survey by the Central Institute for Economic
Management also points out that there are still many
specialized inspection regulations that have not been
removed by ministries Even,
ministries and agencies reported to the Government that

they have had removed 50 percent of the inappropriate

and agencies. some

specialized inspection regulations, but in fact, they just
switch inspections from before to after at the warehouses
of enterprises. The inspection and examination of many
ministries and localities are still causing difficulties for
enterprises. More worryingly, some ministries have even
inserted regulations that are tighter than the laws into
circulars and guidelines of their sectors. If this situation
is not handled thoroughly, it will be difficult for domestic
enterprises to make a breakthrough.

According to the GSO, in 2015, the country had
441,486 domestic enterprises. Of which, there were
21,571 large-scale enterprises, with a total investment
of VND100 billion upwards for enterprises operating in
the fields of agriculture, forestry, and fisheries, industry,
and construction, or over VNDs5o billion for enterprises
operating in the field of services and trading.

By 2020, there were 758,610 active enterprises
nationwide. Of which, 541,753 were small and medium-
sized enterprises. Every year, SMEs contribute about 40
percent of gross domestic product, 30 percent of the State
budget, 33 percent of industrial production value, and 30
percent of export value, and attract nearly 60 percent of
the labor.

Besides, the number of enterprises has posted high
growth over the years, especially since 2016, the number
of newly-established enterprises has always increased by
more than 100,000 enterprises per year.

However, along with the above development, there
were also tens of thousands of enterprises leaving the
market. From 2020 to the end of the first quarter of this
year alone, more than 140,000 enterprises left the market.
Most of them were SMEs. The reason, on the one hand,
is due to weak capital and internal resources, so they
could not withstand market shocks, such as the Covid-19
pandemic and natural disasters, especially the ability
to compete with foreign enterprises in the context that
foreign enterprises are massively entering Vietnam.

On the other hand, SMEs do not have many
conditions to access supportive policies from the
Government, especially the financial support package.
According to many economic experts, SMEs are the most
vulnerable businesses.

Difficulties and advantages
of attracting investment into
Vietnam amid Covid-19

Various advantages

According to a report by the Global Economic
Research Agency of the UK’s Economist Intelligence
Unit, the factors that make Vietnam attractive in the eyes
of foreign investors include an increase of 4.5 percent in
economic growth in the last quarter of last year, raising
the average growth rate in 2020 to 2.9 percent, making
Vietnam become one of the fastest-growing economies in

the world. Industrial production was stable, and retail sales
continued to expand steadily, with a growth rate as high

as that in the pre-pandemic period. The consumer price
index rose sharply. Although the supply of essential goods
fluctuated for a short time in the first outbreak in April
last year, it has quickly stabilized, and so social order has
also been maintained stably. Besides, the benefits from
the new-generation free trade agreements that Vietnam
has already signed are the motivation, luring international
enterprises to establish hi-tech product factories here.
The World Bank also pointed out that as soon as
the State Bank of Vietnam cut the policy interest rate in
October, the country still kept credit growth, albeit at a
slight increase. Ending the year 2020, credit growth stood
at 10.1 percent. Land auctions, granting land-use rights,
and land lease improved State revenue in the second
quarter of last year, while abundant liquidity continued to
reduce government borrowing costs further. Besides, the
initial success of Vietnam in researching some Covid-19
vaccines by the end of last year has lifted the prospects
for recovery of domestic economic sectors, especially the
tourism and aviation industries — the two sectors that have

been worst affected since the Covid-19 outbreak to now.

Lastyear, despite the pandemic, Vietnam also attracted
$28.5 billion of foreign direct investment (FDI). Mr. Takeo
Nakajima, Chief Representative of the Japan External Trade
Organization (JETRO), assessed that although the total FDI
capital in Vietnam last year was merely equal to 75 percent
compared to the same period in 2019, it was a very high
level compared to many countries in the region and the
world. Especially, with the ability to control the situation of
the Covid-19 pandemic well, FDI flows from global supply
chains will strongly shift to Vietnam in 2021.

According to Mr. Takeo Nakajima, Vietnam has not
only a safe and stable investment environment but also
a very attractive domestic market space. The Panasonic
Corporation’s investment shift is a testament to this. The
spokesperson of Panasonic said that the corporation had
decided to move its factory in Thailand to Vietnam since the
beginning of last year. However, this shift is in the market
assessment and not related to the Covid-19 pandemic.
For instance, as for refrigerators and washing machines
consumption in 2019 alone, Vietnam consumed 2.8 million
refrigerators and 2.27 million washing machines, much
higher than the Thai market with 1.92 million refrigerators
and 1.75 million washing machines. The research of this
corporation also shows that Vietnam has more room for
growth in terms of sales. Specifically, in Thailand, up to 92
percent of households have refrigerators, and 70 percent
have washing machines. Meanwhile, in Vietnam, the rates
are 74 percent and 40 percent, respectively.

Along with that, the investment incentives that the
Government applied in the past time has created many
advantages in production for Vietnam. For example,
high-tech enterprises receive import tariff exemption
on raw materials, supplies, and components, which
cannot be produced domestically for five years, starting
from the date of production; tax exemption for goods
imported for processing, goods to create fixed assets for
investment projects in sectors that encourage investment
and investment projects in areas with disadvantaged socio-
economic conditions.

Moreover, although the labor cost of Vietnam has
increased sharply in recent years, it is merely equal to
about 60 percent of that of other countries in the region.
According to experts, the remaining issue is that Vietnam
needs to quickly add a high-quality workforce. At the same
time, it should strengthen post-check and perfect the legal
system to prevent transfer pricing. Especially, it should focus
on FDI enterprises that report losses for many years but still
constantly expand production scale, as well as consumption
market share domestically and internationally.

The challenges ahead in attracting FDI

Apart from competitive advantages, Vietnam must
face challenges in FDI attraction.

The first is that although 2019 has been one of
the bright years for FDI attraction, based on analysis of
the FDI source, it mainly focuses on processing and
manufacturing industries (accounting for 45.8 per cent),
but these industries do not require high-skilled labour so
it does not create a basis for further training of high skilled
labour for Vietnam.

Therefore, in the coming years, Vietnam should
focus on directing FDI to diversify investment sectors such
as high-tech industries, industries for the development of
labour skill, and research industries.

Secondly, based on the World Bank’s statistics
on capital flow trends, investors are gradually choosing
mergers and acquisitions as a mode of investment, instead
of investing in new production facilities. Therefore,
Vietnam needs to improve the laws and regulations on
this field so that it is simple and flexible to avoid the
cumbersome system.

Thirdly, domestic enterprises have to face competition
with foreign investors. That means leaders are often forced
to reform their companies and improve management and
legal skills to cope with the increasingly competitive market.

Finally, although increasing in quantity, Vietnam
also needs to assess and refine the quality of FDI sources,
as well as avoid FDI sources with poor quality such as
outdated technology or harming the environment.

Although other ASEAN countries are competitive
with Vietnam, they are still partners. This has been shown
through registered FDI of foreign investors from ASEAN
countries into Vietnam, which is $81.9 billion accounting
for 21.7 per cent of the total amount of investment capital
into Vietnam with $54.8 billion, $12.7 billion, and $12.3
billion for Singapore, Malaysia and Thailand respectively.

Besides that, Vietnam also invests directly into Laos and
Cambodia with $4.8 billion and $2.8 billion respectively.
Therefore, this can help ASEAN countries develop more
equally and aim for a more developed community.

tal new and additional investment capital in Ho
Chi Minh City’s industrial and processing zones
reached 224.61 million USD in the first quarter
of this year, an increase of 66.34 percent year-on-
year and representing 40.84 percent of the annual plan.

Head of the management board of the HCM City
Export Processing and Industrial Zones Authority (Hepza)
Ly Quoc Hung said 119.21 million USD of the figure
was foreign investment, up 80.67 percent year-on-year.
The remaining 105.4 million USD was from domestic
enterprises, up 52.66 percent. He said a majority of
domestic and foreign enterprises have adopted modern
technology to improve management and production
towards boosting workplace productivity and product
quality to meet the stringent demands of customers.

As the city's 2021 goal is to build an urban
administration and improve the business climate, Hepza
has come up with a plan to improve State management
efficiency and step up administrative reform. The
board will hold dialogue in the second quarter between
municipal authorities and enterprises in Hepza to tackle
their difficulties and boost production and trade. It also
plans to hold dialogue between departments, sectors, and
enterprises regarding investment, taxation, and customs,
as well as a conference to link banks and enterprises.

Investment will focus on four key industries with
high technological content, fewer workers, supporting
other industries, and services in support of industrial
production.

It will also work with relevant agencies to prevent
COVID-19 and popularise the Labour Code 2019 and
guiding decrees.
