Food processing businesses must receive
best protection in Covid-19 fight

long with medical equipment manufacturers,

food processing companies and commodities

distributors must be in the top priority list to

receive protection during this Covid-19 fight,
said Deputy Prime Minister Vu Duc Dam in his visits
yesterday with Vice Chairwoman of Ho Chi Minh City
People’s Committee Phan Thi Thang to food processing
enterprises which are applying the ‘3 on-site’ model in
the city.

General Director of Vissan Nguyen Ngoc An
informed Deputy Prime Minister Vu Duc Dam that his
company has tried to achieve the dual target set by HCMC.
Despite having some Covid-19 infected employees, with
the full support of the localities, manufacturing activities
have been resumed here. The output now is 8o percent
of the regular one; and from August 15 it will turn back
to normal.

Vissan proposed that all its staff be vaccinated at least

one dose, and that it be allowed to actively monitor its F1
employees once they have finished their quarantined time
(under the supervision of the local medical agency).

Due to the special characteristic of processing fresh
meat, Vissan hopes that HCMC People’s Committee
allow its slaughtering and meat transport staff to travel in
curfew time.

As stated by Bui Phuong Mai, Chairwoman of
Vifon’s Director Board, after implementing the ‘3 on-site’
model for one month with four regular Covid-19 tests for
all current employees, her company has seen a significant
rise in overhead cost while the productivity now is only
45 percent of the normal one. Therefore, many orders are
still on hold.

She wishes to have a better solution than this ‘3
on-site” model so that the working activity can be 100
percent resumed, and thus processing all orders on time.

Otherwise, Vifon and other similar businesses will be
penalized because of not being able to fulfill their orders
as stated in the contracts, leading to a market share loss in
the future.

Chairwoman of HCMC Food and Foodstuff
Association Ly Kim Chi stated that many businesses
in the city find it difficult to access vaccine and let their
staff vaccinated even though they have submitted the
vaccination list already. This might create more pressure
on the food supply chain since these enterprises can no
longer maintain the ‘3 on-site’ model.

Regarding inadequacies in inter-district goods
delivery, in distribution to medical lockdown areas, and
in limited warehouse space in districts of small surface
area as reported by Tikinow Smart Logistics Ltd., Deputy
Prime Minister Vu Duc Dam suggested that the business
establish temporary storage sites in districts and let the
local voluntary force in medical lockdown areas to receive
goods at regulated points before delivering these goods
to buyers.

HCMC right now is the fiercest battlefield in this Covid-19
fight. The application of Directive 16 has brought about
various difficulties to the public as well as manufacturers.

Besides Vissan and Vifon, he has received feedbacks
from many other food processing companies regarding the
performance reduction and abnormally high demands.

Therefore, he proposed that the municipal authorities
give top priority in the vaccination campaign to employees
of key enterprises. It is possible that the healthcare agency
of the city delivers the requested vaccine doses to specific
businesses in need, with the commitment that they will
use these doses to the correct subjects.

Furthermore, businesses can actively sign contracts
with medical organizations for daily health status
monitoring task to timely discover and treat infected cases.

The HCMC Department of Health received the
direction of the Deputy Prime Minister and promised to
create favorable conditions for enterprises to cooperate
with local state or private medical agencies to vaccinate
employees on site, ensuring transparency and safety. The
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medical quarantine time, traveling in curfew time will be
handled by flexible solutions so that the food and foodstuff
supply chain can be maintained successfully in HCMC,
especially during this social distance period.

“Since HCMC needs to fight for a long time, certain
short-term methods prove impractical. One solution
sometimes cannot apply to all businesses and all pandemic
prevention forces. The city needs to be more flexible. No
matter what solutions are chosen, it is of top priority to
maintain production and distribution of essential goods
such as medical equipment, food and foodstuff. Therefore,
manufacturers of these merchandise kinds must receive
the best protection via special behavior criteria, making
them more at ease in working activities”, said Mr. Dam.

One possible method as suggested by the Deputy
Prime Minister is to schedule shifts for employees
according to accommodation and the green/red area
status. Finding suitable temporary hostels or dormitories
for workers and organizing safe pickups for workers are
also highly recommended.

Vietham’s FDI inflows plunge
11.1 percent in seven months
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ietnam raked in 16.7 billion USD in foreign

direct investment (FDI) in the first seven

months of 2021, down 11.1 percent from the

same period last year, data from the Ministry of
Planning and Investment (MPI) shows.

This is the biggest fall in FDI inflows since the
COVID-19 pandemic broke out again in the country in
late April, wreaking havoc on multiple industrial parks in
the northern provinces of Bac Giang and Bac Ninh.

Earlier, FDI inflows declined 2.6 percent year-on-year
in the first half of the year, after it edged up 0.8 percent in
the January-May period.

According to the MPI’s Foreign Investment Agency,
of the 7-month figure, 10.13 billion USD came from 1,006
newly-registered projects, up 7 percent year-on-year.

Some 4.54 billion USD was added to 561 existing
projects, representing a year-on-year decrease of 3.7
percent. Capital contribution and share purchases by foreign
investors dropped by 55.8 percent to 2.05 billion USD.

Economists believed that the COVID-19 pandemic
is taking toll on Vietnam’s FDI attraction. The fourth
coronavirus wave has knocked the confidence of European
businesses, with the EuroCham Business Climate Index
(BCl) falling almost 30 points to 45.8 in the second
quarter of this year.

Despite the contraction, the FDI disbursement
slightly rose by 3.8 percent from a year earlier to 10.5
billion USD.

The largest proportion of the seven-month FDI, 7.9
billion USD or 47.2 percent, landed in processing and
manufacturing, followed by electricity production and
distribution, with 5.49 billion USD or 32.8 percent.

Singapore topped foreign investors, pouring 5.92
billion USD into Vietnam, followed by Japan (2.54 billion
USD), and the Republic of Korea (2.2 billion USD).

The Mekong Delta province of Long An was the
largest recipient of FDI with 3.58 billion USD, followed
by Ho Chi Minh City (1.78 billion USD) and Binh Duong
(1.33 billion USD).

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Vietnamese businesses

ith a large network of Asian food

distributors, Germany represents a

potential market for Vietnamese products

to penetrate and gain a firm foothold there
in the long run, according to Bui Vuong Anh, Vietnamese
Trade Counsellor to Germany.

Anh says Germany is a big but untapped potential
market in Europe. Last year it imported US$196.6
million worth of fresh and processed meat and fish
products from Vietnam, accounting for less than 1% of
its import demand.

Similarly Germany spent US$303 million on
purchasing fresh fruit, processed fruit and nuts from
Vietnam, or just 2.7% of its import demand, and
US$429 million on tea, coffee and spices, or 10% of its
import demand.

Currently Vietnam is Germany’s largest trading
partner among ASEAN countries and its fourth largest
trading partner in Asia, only after China, Japan and the
Republic of Korea.

The enforcement of the EU-Vietnam Free Trade
Agreement (EVFTA) in August 2020 has opened up a
wealth of opportunity for Vietnamese businesses to expand
their exports in this demanding market, Anh stresses.
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In addition, he says Germany has a large Vietnamese
community who are living, working and doing business
in their host country. It possesses a large network of
distributors of Asian products, mostly originating from
Vietnam, which are considered potential consumption and
transit hubs of Vietnamese exports in not only Germany
but the European Union.

To boost exports the Trade Counsellor suggests
businesses should modernize production technology,
diversify product patterns, and improve product quality to
cater to German consumer tastes, while at the same time
better utilizing the EVFTA.

The Vietnamese Trade Office in Germany as well
as the Vietnamese Trade Offices in Europe always attach
great importance to trade promotion to support domestic
exporters in quest of bringing Vietnamese products to the
German market, Anh says.

According to the Trade Counsellor, his Trade Office
is working closely with the Trade Promotion Agency
under the Ministry of Industry and Trade to implement
a distribution and logistics scheme, aimed at establishing
large distribution channels to help Vietnamese exports
penetrate deeper and gain a firm foothold in Germany as
well as in the EU.

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Vietnam gains benefits from EVFTA and CPTPP:

Ministry

(EVFTA) and the Comprehensive and Progress
Agreement for Trans-Pacific Partnership (CPTPP) has
ought great economic benefits to Vietnam, according to

the Ministry of Industry and Trade (MolT).
Last year, export turnover of Viethamese goods to the

oining in new-generation agreements

European market and CPTPP member countries reached
more than 4o billion USD and 38.7 billion USD, respectively.

These figures were revealed by the MolT in a report
on the implementation of CPTPP and EVFTA, which
has been submitted to the Prime Minister, the Tuoi Tre
(Youth) newspaper reported.

The ministry said that exports to the European Union
and CPTPP countries still achieved positive results amidst
the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020.

Accordingly, two-way trade between Vietnam and
EU member countries obtained 55.4 billion USD, down
1.8 percent compared to that of 2019.

The country exported goods worth 40.1 billion USD
to the EU, while it imported 15.3 billion USD, leading to
a trade surplus of 24.8 billion USD last year with the bloc.

The biggest importers of Vietnamese goods among
European countries include Belgium (2.3 billion USD),
Germany (6.6 billion USD), the Netherlands (6.9 billion
USD), France (nearly 3.3 billion USD) and ltaly (3.1
billion USD).

According to the MolT, goods with great export
value to the EU inlude footwear, plastic products, rice,
textiles and garment and farm produce.

Along with the export growth thanks to the EVFTA,
Vietnam's export turnover to CPTPP members also rose in
2020 compared to the previous year, it said.
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Total import-export turnover between Vietnam and
other CPTPP member countries reached 79 billion USD
last year, an year-on year increase of 1.9 percent. Vietnam
exported goods worth 38.7 billion USD to these countries
and spent 40.3 billion USD on imports, resulting in a trade
deficit of 1.6 billion USD last year.

The country enjoyed a trade surplus with some
countries namely Canada and Mexico with a year-on-year
rise of 11.8 percent and 12.1 percent, respectively.

Key products for exports to the CPTPP member
countries are aquatic products, textile and garments,
footwear, pepper, and wooden products.

Vietnam's participation in new-generation trade
agreements has helped the country attract more foreign
direct investment (FDI), the MolT said.

In 2020, FDI investment from CPTPP member
countries into the country hit 11.6 billion USD, up 23.4
percent compared to that in 2019 while investment
capital of EU enterprises into Vietnam stood at 1.4 billion
USD, down 6.7 percent over the same period last year.

Despite the fact that Vietnamese businesses have
initially taken opportunities from EVFTA and CPTPP,
there still much room to improve. According to a survey
by the Vietnam Chamber of Commerce and Industry,
only 29 percent of the enterprises that exports goods to
CPTPP member countries have enjoyed preferential tariffs
as regulated by the agreement.

Regarding to the EVFTA, only 38 out of 63 provinces
and cities in Vietnam run import-export activities with
EU countries.

Thus, it was necessary for Vietnamse enterprises to
make more efforts to exploit the advantage of the new-
generation trade agreements, the VCCI said.

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Vietnam’'s wood products export surges
b5 percent in seven months

ietnam exported 9.58 billion USD worth of

wood and wood products in the first seven

months of this year, a year-on-year increase

of 55 percent, according to the General
Department of Customs.

Of the figure, wood products raked in 7.44 billion
USD, posting a 64-percent rise compared with the same
period last year.

Local experts contributed the impressive growth of
wood export to the fact that the demand for furniture
increases during the COVID-19 pandemic.

According to Dien Quang Hiep, chairman of Binh
Duong Furniture Association (BIFA), shipments to the
main export markets of the Binh Duong wood processing
industry surge considerably.

The US market accounted for more than 65 percent
of Binh Duong's total wood product export turnover, with
an increase of 81 percent over the same period last year
while Hong Kong (China) market made up 8.5 percent,
with an increase of more than 47 percent, and Taiwan
(China) market picked up 43 percent.

A similar situation is also reported in the central
province of Binh Dinh.

Ngo Van Tong, director of Binh Dinh Department
of Industry and Trade said local wood products have been
exported to countries in Europe, Oceania, America, Asia,
and Africa. The province’s furniture exporters have received
orders until the end of the third quarter of this year.

The COVID-19 pandemic
difficulties for trade and transportation activities, resulting
in changes in working and living lifestyle of people, with

has caused many

consumers purchasing more furniture to maintain work
and life at home. Thus, Hiep said, the province’s export
turnover of living room and dining room furniture is
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forecast to rise rapidly in the coming time.

To be able to meet the orders of wood products, wood
processing enterprises in Binh Duong have quickly adapted
and changed their production methods accordingly, he
said, adding that some businesses are renting more land
to open factories.

Bui Chinh Nghia, deputy general director of the
Vietnam Administration of Forestry (VNFOREST) under
the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development,
said along with the US, Japan, and Hong Kong (China)
markets, Vietnam’s export turnover of wood and wood
products to the European market would increase sharply
in the last months of 2021 when the COVID-19 pandemic
is brought under control and the prevention measures are
gradually eased.

Although Vietnam’s wood processing and export
industry has gained a momentum given the context that
the whole country is coping with the COVID-19 pandemic,
challenges still lie ahead.

According to Nguyen Liem, Chairman of the Board of
Directors of Lam Viet Company in Binh Duong province,
the high growth in export value of the wood industry in the
past two years contains potential risks because the United
States would increase defensive measures for imports with
sudden growth.

Therefore, enterprises that export furniture for living
and dining rooms should be careful to avoid becoming a
transit point for goods to a third country, he said, adding
that if the US imposes sanctions on Vietnam's wood
industry, the whole sector would be seriously affected.

Another problem for the sector is the lack of empty
containers for shipments, which has pushed transport
cost up by twice, thrice and even 10 times in the past
two-three years.
